ELIGIBILITY FOR YOUTH CAMPERS:  
To be eligible to attend Camp Lions youth program , campers must be:  
1). between the ages of 7 -17 years;  
2). either blind or have low vision and/or be deaf or hard of hearing;  
3). campers must be independent in all personal/hygiene care. One-to-one 
care is NOT provided  by Camp Staff ; 
4). independently ambulatory around the campsite and activity areas;  
5). Cognitively capable of understanding and following instruction from 
staff.  

  
For Camp Lions purposes,  
Campers who are Blind or Low Vision  are described as a person with a 
visual acuity within the range of total blindness & 20/70 vision in both eyes 
after best correction.  

  Deaf or Hard of hearing campers  are described as a person having an audi -        

tory loss which requires daily usage of communication alternatives such as 

sign language, lip reading, or hearing device such as a hearing aid or co-

chlear implant .

Lions History  

Beginning in 1917 Chicago busi-

ness leader Melvin Jones asked a sim-

ple and world-changing question ï what 
if people put their talents to work im-
proving their communities? Almost 100 

years later, Lions International is the 
world's largest service club organiza-
tion, with more than 1.3 million mem-

bers in more than 45,000 clubs and 
countless Lions acting on the same 
simple idea: let's improve our communi-

ties. 
1920: Going International  Just 

three years after our founding, Lions  estab-
lished the first club in Canada. Mexico fol-

lowed in 1927. In the 1950s and 1960s 
international growth accelerated, with new 

clubs in Europe, Asia and Africa.  

1925: Eradicat ing Bl ind-
ness   Helen Keller addressed the Lions 

Clubs International Convention in Cedar 
Point, Ohio, USA, and challenged Lions to 
become "knights of the blind in the crusade 

against darkness." Since then, we have 
worked tirelessly to aid the blind and visu-

ally impaired. 

1945: Uniting Nations The ideal of 

an international organization is exemplified 
by our enduring relationship with the United 

Nations. We were one of the first nongov-
ernmental organizations invited to assist in 

the drafting of the United Nations Charter. 

1957: Organizing Youth Pro-
grams   In the late 1950s, we created the 

Leo Program to provide the youth of the 
world with an opportunity for personal de-

velopment through volunteering. There are 
approximately 144,000 Leos and 5,700 Leo 

clubs in more than 140 countries worldwide. 

1968: Establishing Our Founda-
tion Lions Clubs International Foundation 

assists Lions with global and large-scale 

local humanitarian projects. Through our 
Foundation, Lions meet the needs of their 

local and global communities.  

1990: Launching SightFirst 
Through SightFirst, Lions are restoring sight 
and preventing blindness on a global scale. 
Launched in 1990, Lions have raised more 

than $346 million for this initiative. SightFirst 
targets the major causes of blindness: cata-
ract, trachoma, river blindness, childhood 

blindness, diabetic retinopathy and glau-

coma.  

Today: ExtendingOur Reach Lions 
Clubs International extends our mission of 
service every day ï in local communities, in 

all corners of the globe. Needs are great,   
our services broad, sight, health, youth, 
elderly, the environment and disaster relief. 

Our international network has grown to 
include more than 200 countries and geo-

graphic areas.
