What Happens Next?   The glasses are transported to one of the Lions 

Regional Eyeglass Centers for calibration and then distribution to Unit-

ed States and overseas  where they are  reused.  Some are unable to 

be reused due to scratches, etc.  Metal frames of those glasses unable 

to be reused are sold for scrap and the proceeds are used to pay for 

part of the process.   

What Happens To The Used Eyeglasses We Collect? 

Used eyeglasses collected in Crystal Lake are brought to the Lions of Illinois Foundation where they are sort-

ed.  About once a year the Foundation finds itself inundated with box after box and bag after bag of used eye-

glasses.  The South Elgin Lions Club on January 8, 2012, transported about 200,000 pairs of used eyeglass-

es from the Foundation in Sycamore to the South Elgin Clubhouse.  There several dozen Lions, Leos and oth-

er volunteers sorted the eyeglasses, disposing of cases, straps, odd pieces not making up a pair, etc.  Glass-

es were sorted into plastic and metal.   

In the space of about two hours the entire cache of eyeglasses was sorted, boxed and loaded onto vehicles to 

be returned to the Lions of Illinois Foundation office in Sycamore.  Lions from South Elgin, Dundee Township, 

Batavia, Geneva, North Aurora, Sun City, Darien, Roselle and others participated.  Volunteers such as Boy 

Scouts and a local High School Honor Society also participated.
