Used Eyeglass Collections & Recycling  
  
Since 1994 the Lions of Illinois Foundation have distributed more than 
2,000,000 pairs of graded, used eyeglasses. These recycled eyeglasses are 
given to people in need, with the help of various medical missionaries, in 
Central and South America. When the eyeglasses arrive in these countries, 
doctors and technicians conduct eye exams and provide a free pair of pre-
scription eyeglasses that are as close as possible to that person's sight 
needs. 
  

How are eyeglasses collected?  
Donation boxes are available from the LIF to place in local stores or use at a 
Club & community function. When the boxes are full they are picked up by 
local Lions/Lioness members and dropped off at collection depots.   
  

What can be donated?  
Any type of eyeglasses and visual aid is welcome. The program can use sun-
glasses, telescopic, magnifying, and prescription eyeglasses. Eyeglass cases 
cannot be redistributed due to sanitary issues and health guidelines. 
  

Who receives the glasses?  
Recycled eyeglasses are typically sent out of the U.S. due to the legal con-
straints concerning the dispersal of prescriptive devices, as well as the ship-
ment of metals. Funds from the sale of the recycled valued of metal frames 
help pay for the program and other humanitarian services of the LIF. 
  

How can the Crystal Lake Lions Club help?  
We already help by placing eyeglass donation boxes in a number of locations 
around Crystal Lake.  Lion Art Pears collects from these boxes and brings 
them to the Foundation office in Sycamore.  Several clubs send members to 
Sycamore to help sort the eyeglasses but from time to time the large quanti-
ties overwhelm the Foundation.  Thus the Eyeglass Sorting Party. 
 
On Sunday, October 26, 2009 the South Elgin Lions Club will hold an 
Eyeglass Sorting Party at its Clubhouse.  The photo below shows a pre-
vious Sorting Party.  Crystal Lake Lions are encouraged to travel to the 
South Elgin Lions Clubhouse.  The Party will begin at Noon,  Free Hot 
Dogs and Soda will be provided and a Cash Bar is available.  It is antici-
pated that more than 100,000 eyeglasses will be sorted in 2 -3 hours.   

 What is diabetic      

retinopathy?  

Diabetic retinopathy is the most com-
mon diabetic eye disease and a lead-
ing cause of blindness in American 
adults. It is caused by changes in the 
blood vessels of the retina. 

In some people with diabetic retinopa-
thy, blood vessels may swell and leak 
fluid. In other people, abnormal new 
blood vessels grow on the surface of 
the retina. The retina is the light-
sensitive tissue at the back of the eye. 
A healthy retina is necessary for good 
vision. 

If you have diabetic retinopathy, at first 

you may not notice changes to your 

vision. But over time, diabetic retinopa-

thy can get worse and cause vision 

loss. Diabetic retinopathy usually af-

fects both eyes. 

Do you, or someone you know, have 

diabetes?  If so, they may someday 

come down with diabetic retinopathy.
